1. Aregual applied BSc program to serve the horse industry.

2. As ahigh proportion of our first year students already have
Indicated that they want to continue on to a master
program, we have made an alternative plan including the
general topics to be qualified for a master education in
animal science (we do not offer a separate master
education in equine science).
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3. We would like our students to take one semester abroad,
therefore one alternative plan opens for that.

4. Finally, we have made one plan where students can
combine the education with riding instructor, level 1, at the
National Equine Centre.
